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Riley Awards $225,000 to Aid in Creation 
of New Jobs in Chambers County 

MONTGOMERY— A $225,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will help provide new jobs in Chambers County. 
The Community Development Block Grant to the Chambers County Commission will fund infrastructure development for Daedong Hi-Lex of America. The automotive supplier company is building a 65,000-square-foot plant near Lafayette that will employ 50 people.  
“It is no surprise that Daedong Hi-Lex selected Chambers County as the location for its plant,” Riley said. “That selection was determined through the hard work of local officials and the recognition that Chambers County has an eager and capable labor pool. I am pleased to play a role in this project.”

Daedong Hi-Lex will produce door hardware systems for Hyundai Alabama in Montgomery and Kia Motor Co. across the state line in Georgia. The new facility will be located on 20 acres in the Cusseta Industrial Park off Interstate 85. CDBG funding will be used to prepare the land for the plant, including grading and providing drainage improvements. 

Riley notified Charles Hardage Jr., chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been awarded. Chambers County has obtained local funding of $662,943, including donation of the land, labor and equipment, to aid in the development.  
The CDBG was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
