MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $25,000 grant to help domestic violence victims in Bullock, Butler, Crenshaw, Lowndes and Pike counties receive legal advice and counsel.
The grant will help Montgomery-based Legal Services Alabama pay salaries of two staff attorneys specifically trained to recognize the special needs and considerations of victims in domestic violence cases.
