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Riley Awards $15,360 to Help Lowndes County Juveniles

Avoid Drugs, Violence
MONTGOMERY—A program designed to help Lowndes County youth avoid lives of crime will continue to be available thanks in part to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The $15,360 grant will help the Family Guidance Center of Alabama Inc. provide the Parent Project program for Lowndes County residents. The center plans to hold two 10-week programs in Hayneville to teach parents how to deal with juveniles who display dangerous or violent behavior and provide adolescents with alternative methods of resolving conflicts.
“Parents must provide discipline and guidance to help juveniles straighten their lives out,” Riley said. “I commend the Family Guidance Center for making this program available to parents and their children.”
The program uses discussions, role playing activities and presentations to help parents and juveniles understand the dangers of drugs, peer pressure and family conflict.  The sessions teach juveniles how to develop positive decision making skills and personal goals. Parents also learn how to create a more supportive family environment for their children.

Families are referred to the Parent Project by juvenile court, the Lowndes County School System and the Department of Human Resources.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant 
which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.
