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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Drug Task Force Covering 

Fayette, Lamar and Pickens Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $169,392 to support the fight against illegal drugs in Fayette, Lamar and Pickens counties. 
The grant, awarded to the Pickens County Commission, will help the 24th Judicial Circuit Drug Task Force continue investigating and prosecuting drug users, sellers and distributors and investigating drug-related violent crimes.
“We must remain aggressive in our battle against illegal drugs,” Riley said. “I commend the 24th Judicial Circuit Drug Task Force for their tireless efforts to investigate, arrest and prosecute the users, sellers and distributors of illegal drugs.”

The task force combines the resources of local law enforcement agencies, works with surrounding task forces and works with state and federal agencies to reduce the sale and use of illegal drugs.
Task force officials say one of the biggest problems in the circuit is the prevalence of clandestine methamphetamine labs. From July 2007 to March, task force agents dismantled 35 labs and cleaned up 32 dump sites containing hazardous materials used to make methamphetamine. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant 
which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department. 


Riley notified William Latham, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had 
been approved. Local matching funds of $169,392 have been committed to the task force.
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
