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Riley Awards $42,653 to Upgrade Police Equipment

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $42,653 to help two police departments in north Alabama enhance public safety by purchasing new equipment.
The town of Courtland will use a $20,308 grant to purchase new equipment. A $22,345 grant will help the town of Trinity buy a new patrol vehicle to replace one of the department’s vehicles with high mileage and low fuel efficiency.
