MONTGOMERY—Two law enforcement agencies in Dale County will purchase new equipment thanks to grants awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
Riley awarded a $25,000 grant to the Dale County Commission for a new patrol car to be used by the county Sheriff’s Office. A $22,760 grant will enable the town of Level Plains to purchase a new patrol vehicle for its police department. The vehicles will replace aging patrol cars with more than 160,000 miles on them. 


“Law enforcement officers need modern and dependable equipment to adequately protect 
and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to help the Dale County Sheriff’s Office 
and Level Plains Police Department purchase newer, more reliable patrol vehicles.”
