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Riley Awards Grant for Mobile County Sheriff’s Office 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant to the Mobile County Commission to help the county Sheriff’s Office purchase new equipment. 
The Sheriff’s Office will use the funds to purchase equipment that will enable deputies to have instant access to county and state information databases from their patrol cars. The databases contain vital information that can be used in arresting criminals or aiding police investigations.  
“Sheriff’s deputies are often required to place their lives in danger to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “They need and deserve reliable equipment in order to efficiently perform their duties.”
The grant will purchase wireless data communication devices and Internet security software for patrol car computers and for an office computer dedicated to the program.  
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.
