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Riley Announces $49,500 Grant to Improve Recreation in Piedmont 
MONTGOMERY— Alabamians will have added opportunity to enjoy the outdoors thanks to a $49,500 grant, Gov. Bob Riley announced. 

A Land and Water Conservation Fund grant to the city of Piedmont will enable construction of a campground for recreational vehicles and primitive campers. The campground is adjacent to the Chief Ladiga Trail and the Piedmont Sports Complex. 
“This beautiful part of our state is a great place to relax and enjoy the outdoors,” Riley said. “I hope that this campground provides families with wonderful memories and a greater awareness of the state’s natural splendor.”

The campground will provide water and electrical hook-ups for at least eight recreational vehicles. The primitive campsite will have 10 spaces available. 
Jeff Formby, director of the Piedmont Parks and Recreation Department, said the city receives about 40 inquiries a month about the availability of camping facilities in the area. Visitors are attracted by the Chief Ladiga Trail, a 33-mile course along a former railroad bed. The trail extends east from Piedmont to the Georgia state line and southwest almost to Anniston.  
Riley notified Mayor Charles Fagan that the grant had been approved. The town is providing $49,500 in local funding for the project.  

The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
