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Riley Announces Recreation Grants to Elba, Enterprise 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced grants to enhance outdoor activities in two Coffee County municipalities. 

The cities of Elba and Enterprise were each awarded a $50,000 grant from the Land and Water Conservation Fund. Elba will use its grant to construct an amphitheater at the site of the old Elba High School. The grant to Enterprise will enable the community to add four picnic pavilions at Enterprise Recreational Park. 

“Facilities for outdoor activities play an important role in the health and well-being of Alabamians,” Riley said.  “I hope these improvements will encourage residents of both cities to enjoy more outdoor activities.”

Plays, concerts and other outdoor leisure events will be staged at the new amphitheater. The facility also will include a pavilion and restrooms. 
Enterprise plans to build pavilions adjacent to a park trail and near the playground area. The pavilions will be equipped with electrical outlets. 
Riley notified Elba Mayor James Grimes and Enterprise Mayor Kenneth Boswell that the grants had been approved. Each city is pledging to match their grant with $50,000 in local funding. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants.  The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress and assists states with the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
