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Riley Announces Grant to Bring a Splash Pad to Moulton
MONTGOMERY—The city of Moulton will be adding some splash to H. A. Alexander Park thanks to a $50,000 grant announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The park, designed mainly for walking, bicycling and skating, will be the home for a new splash pad. A splash pad has no standing water and provides a safe area for children to play. 
“Public recreational facilities bring communities together and provide opportunities for families to enjoy healthful activities,” said Riley. “I am pleased to announce funding for this project.”
The grant will help provide the splash pad foundation, including a non-slip surface, the spray equipment, water lines and support facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities.
Riley notified Mayor Ray Alexander that the grant had been approved. The city is providing the required 50 percent match of $50,000 for the project.
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
