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Riley Announces $32,000 Grant to Build 

Dauphin Island Skate Park
MONTGOMERY— A former house site on Dauphin Island will give rise to a skate park thanks to a $32,000 grant, Gov. Bob Riley announced. 

The Land and Water Conservation Fund grant will be used to build an enclosed court for skates and skateboards. The park is being built on the site of a house that was destroyed by Hurricane Katrina. 
“I applaud the residents of Dauphin Island for recognizing the important role that parks play in a community’s quality of life,” Riley said. “This park will provide youth with another opportunity for outdoor recreation.”
The court will have ramps, rails and other configurations that will attract novice and expert skaters. The town acquired the property from the Federal Emergency Management Agency under terms that require it to be used for recreation or maintained as an open area. 
The town is supplying $32,000 in local funding for the project. 

Riley notified Mayor Jeff Collier that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.  
The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress and assists states with the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
