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Riley Announces $50,000 Grant to Improve
Recreational Facilities in Dadeville 
MONTGOMERY— The great outdoors may become a little greater in Dadeville thanks to a $50,000 grant, announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The Land and Water Conservation Fund grant will be used to build a new park that will include several new ball fields and other amenities. The park is a cooperative effort among the city of Dadeville, the Tallapoosa County Commission and county Board of Education. 
“Facilities for outdoor recreation play an important role in the health and well-being of Alabamians,” Riley said.  “I commend the city and county officials who are working together to enhance the quality of life in Dadeville.”

The 24-acre site, adjacent to McKelvey Park, will include several softball or baseball fields, a field for soccer or football, an amphitheater and a trail. 
To supplement the grant, local funds of at least $50,000 have been committed to the project. Some of the local funding will be provided in the form of labor, materials and machinery. 

Riley notified Mayor Joe L. Smith that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.  

The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress and assists states with the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
