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Riley Awards Grant for Upgrades in Area Law Enforcement Agencies  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded six grants totaling $129,303 to enhance public safety for residents in several Jefferson County municipalities. 

Riley awarded $22,500 each to Kimberly, Midfield, Trafford and Gardendale police departments, $20,538 to the Bessemer Police Department and $18,765 to the Hoover Police Department. Funding will be used to purchase equipment to help law enforcement officers perform their duties more efficiently. 

“Every time our police officers put on the badge, they are called upon to risk their lives to protect us,” Riley said. “It is essential that we provide them with the equipment needed to perform their duties.”
Proposed equipment purchases include improved radios, patrol cars and video equipment for patrol cars. 

Riley notified mayors Edward D. May of Bessemer, Sammie E. Maze of Kimberly, Gary Richardson of Midfield, Randy Reid of Trafford, Kenneth Clemons of Gardendale and Tony Petelos of Hoover that the grants had been awarded. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state from the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants. 
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
