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Riley Awards Grant to Battle Drug Use in Pike, Coffee Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $100,000 to the Pike County Commission to assist a specialized law enforcement unit in its fight against illegal drugs in Coffee and Pike counties. 


The grant will help the 12th Judicial Circuit Drug and Violent Crime Task Force 
continue investigating, arresting and prosecuting drug offenders. The task force also 
investigates drug-related crime cases.


“Illegal drugs and drug-related crimes are a threat to the health and safety of our 
residents,” Riley said. “I support the work of the task force to send a clear message that drug 
users and pushers are not welcome in Alabama.”

The task force is a joint operation of the Elba, Enterprise and Troy police departments, the district attorney’s office, the Coffee County Sheriff’s Department and the Pike County Sheriff’s Office. The agencies work together to disrupt drug organizations and their shipments, share intelligence relating to illegal drug activities and prosecute the users and dealers of illegal drugs. Agents also locate and dismantle underground methamphetamine labs.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the 
grant which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.



Riley notified Robin Sullivan, chairperson of the Pike County Commission, that the 
grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $100,000 have been committed to the unit.
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
