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Riley Awards $115,004 for Traffic Safety Enforcement

 in Central Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Dangerous drivers are not welcome on Alabama’s highways. Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $115,004 to the city of Montgomery to help law enforcement agencies in central Alabama reinforce that message during busy travel periods including Labor Day weekend. 


The Central Alabama Highway Safety Office will use the funds to increase enforcement of the state’s DUI, speeding and seat belt laws to reduce the number of automobile crashes that result in injury or death. The Safety Office works with law enforcement agencies in Autauga, Bullock, Elmore, Lee, Lowndes, Macon, Montgomery and Russell counties.
“An increased law enforcement presence is a strong reminder to drive safely,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this effort to save lives by removing dangerous drivers from Alabama roadways.”

The funds will be used to pay overtime for police officers and sheriff's deputies as they increase patrols as part of special enforcement campaigns including the “Drunk Driving: Over the Limit, Under Arrest” campaign on Labor Day weekend. The patrols will focus on areas where a high number of crashes have occurred and include sobriety checkpoints.
There were 138 traffic-related deaths in the eight-county region in 2007, according to the Safety Office.



The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants 
from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.


Riley informed Montgomery Mayor Bobby Bright that the grants had been approved.
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
