Riley Awards Grant for Enterprise Police Equipment
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $22,500 grant to help the city of Enterprise purchase new police equipment. 

The Enterprise Police Department will use the funds to purchase shotguns, Tasers and communications equipment to help increase officer safety.


“Police officers, who often must place their lives in danger, deserve reliable equipment,” Riley said. “This grant will help Enterprise police officers to protect and serve their community more effectively.”


The police will purchase five shotguns for use in recently acquired patrol cars. They also will purchase 10 Tasers which will give the department enough additional devices to assign one to each supervisor and to K-9 officers who are often on-call.



The grant also will enable the purchase of three handheld radios and 10 laptop computers for use in patrol cars. The new computers will minimize the time officers spend submitting paperwork by allowing them to complete a police report in their vehicle, file it electronically and resume their patrol duties. The handheld two-way radios will replace outdated models still in use. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.


Riley notified Enterprise Mayor Kenneth Boswell of the grant’s approval.
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
