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Riley Awards $24,999 for Police Rifles, Radios in Thomasville
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $24,999 grant to help the Thomasville police department purchase new equipment. 
The city will use the funds to purchase rifles for the city’s patrol cars and upgrade the handheld two-way radios used by officers on patrol.
“Law enforcement officers across Alabama put their lives on the line every day to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help Thomasville purchase reliable equipment that enables police to continue serving residents effectively.”

City officials say the patrol rifles will increase officer safety when the department responds to calls in rural areas with open spaces. The radios will replace outdated models and bring the department into compliance with a Federal Communications Commission radio frequency requirement, officials said. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. 

Riley informed Mayor Sheldon Day of the grant’s approval.
