MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $47,500 to help two towns in Washington County purchase new law enforcement equipment. 
The town of McIntosh will use a $22,500 grant to purchase a new patrol vehicle. The town of Millry will put a $25,000 grant toward the purchase two patrol vehicles and three digital cameras for officers. The vehicles will replace old patrol cars with high mileage on them.

Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of 
Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the 
awards.


Riley informed McIntosh Mayor Carrol Daugherty and Millry Mayor Roy Chapman that 
the grants had been approved.
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
