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Riley Awards Grants for Etowah County 

Law Enforcement Equipment
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants to help upgrade the equipment of two law enforcement agencies in Etowah County.


A $24,985 grant will enable the Etowah County Sheriff’s Office to purchase and install computers in six patrol cars. Sardis City will use a $25,000 grant to purchase a new police patrol vehicle. 

“Law enforcement officers across Alabama put their lives on the line every day to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help Etowah County and Sardis City purchase reliable equipment that enables officers to continue serving residents effectively.”

The new computers will give sheriff’s deputies access to up-to-date crime information from their patrol cars. 


The new patrol car for Sardis City will replace an older vehicle with more than 130,000 miles on it. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department. 


Riley informed Etowah County Commission Chairman Willie Brown and Sardis City Mayor Kenneth Brand of the grants’ approval.
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
