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Riley Announces Grant to Build Pool at Midfield Park
MONTGOMERY—Midfield residents of all ages will have a new way to cool off next summer thanks in part to a grant announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The city will use the $50,000 Land and Water Conservation Fund grant to help build a public swimming pool on a vacant lot at Midfield Park. 
“Outdoor recreation plays an important role in a community’s quality of life,” Riley said.  “This development of Midfield Park will expand opportunities for families to enjoy a healthy lifestyle.”
City officials say the pool will be big enough to host six-lane swimming competitions. Other recreational activities planned for the pool include swim aerobics, swimming lessons and swimming parties. 
A large shallow area with water spray features for children will be included in the pool’s design. The pool will be accessible to people with disabilities through the shallow area.
Recreational activities at Midfield Park currently include tennis courts, ball fields and a pond. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant Riley notified Midfield Mayor Gary Richardson that the grant had been approved. The city has committed $200,000 in other funds to complete the project.

The LWCF program was created by Congress in 1967 to help states develop and preserve outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
