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Riley Announces $37,500 Grant to Improve
Recreational Facilities in Pennington 

MONTGOMERY— A $37,500 grant awarded to the town of Pennington should provide added motivation for children to enjoy outdoor recreation. 

Gov. Bob Riley announced that the town has been awarded a grant from the Land and Water Conservation Fund to build a playground at Haguewood Park. 

 “Facilities for outdoor recreation should play an important role in the health and well-being of every Alabamian,” Riley said. “I hope these improvements will encourage Pennington children to enjoy the outdoors.”

The playground, which will feature swings and a merry-go-round, will be accessible for those with handicaps. Included with the playground will be a rubberized surface to prevent injuries in falls. The playground will also be enclosed by a fence. 
Riley notified Mayor Jack Fendley that the grant had been approved. To supplement the grant, local funds of at least $37,500 have been committed to the project. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.  The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress to assist states with the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
