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Riley Announces $50,000 Grant to Improve
Recreational Facilities in Eufaula 

MONTGOMERY— Baseball and softball fields at a Eufaula park will get a needed facelift thanks to a $50,000 grant announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The Land and Water Conservation Fund grant will be used to repair and replace fencing, renovate dugouts and install new bleachers at Old Creek Town Park. Many of the renovations are required because of normal wear and tear at the heavily used park. Storm damage also has contributed to the need for some repairs.   
“Facilities for outdoor recreation play an important role in the health and well-being of Alabamians,” Riley said.  “These improvements will help enhance the quality of life in the community.”
Roofs on the dugouts will be replaced with more durable metal roofing which will require less maintenance, according to city officials. An enclosed dugout will be constructed to replace a fenced area that currently serves as a dugout. 
Some bleachers will be replaced and others will be fitted with safety rails. Sagging or bent fencing around the fields also will be replaced. 

To supplement the grant, local funds of at least $50,000 have been committed to the project. 

Riley notified Mayor Jay Jaxon that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.  The LWCF program was created in 1967 by Congress and assists states with the development and preservation of outdoor recreational facilities. 
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
