Riley Awards Grant for Atmore Police Upgrades 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $24,740 to enhance public safety for residents in Atmore. The grant will enable the Atmore Police Department to buy additional equipment to upgrade the department.    
“Every time our police officers put on the badge, they may be called upon to risk their lives to protect us,” Riley said. “It is essential that we provide them with the equipment needed to perform their duties effectively.”
Funds will be used to buy new radios for the police department. Some of the department’s radios are more than 20 years old. The new radios will permit communication with other emergency and law enforcement agencies within the area, according to the department.  
Riley notified Mayor James Howard Shell that the grant had been awarded from funds made available to the state from the U.S. Department of Justice. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant. 
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
