MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a total of $41,366 in grants to enhance public safety in two Dale County municipalities
Riley awarded $22,498 to Midland City and $18,868 to Daleville. The grants will enable police departments in those cities to purchase equipment. 
“Every time our police officers put on the badge, they must be prepared to risk their lives to protect us,” Riley said. “It is essential that we provide them with the tools they need to perform their duties.”
Midland City police will use the funding to purchase a new patrol car. The Daleville Police Department will purchase new camera equipment for police cars. The current equipment is more than 10 years old. 
Riley notified mayors Don Parker of Midland City and Wes Etheredge of Daleville that the grants had been awarded. The funds were made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants. 
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
