Riley Awards Grants for Police Equipment

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $72,500 to enhance public safety for residents in three central Alabama cities. 

Riley awarded $25,000 each to police departments in Montevallo and Helena and $22,500 for the Hueytown Police Department. The grants will enable the three departments to purchase equipment. 

 “Every time our police officers put on the badge, they may be called upon to risk their lives to protect us,” Riley said. “It is essential that we provide them with the equipment needed to perform their duties effectively.”
