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Riley Grant Helps Equip Madison Patrol Cars with Digital Video
MONTGOMERY—The city of Madison will purchase and install digital video cameras in police patrol cars with the help of a $22,002 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The video systems allow officers to monitor and record routine traffic stops and pursuits. They are also able to record conversations between officers and detainees. The footage can be used in legal proceedings and as a training tool for officers.

“At any time, the officers of the Madison Police Department may be called upon to risk their lives to protect the city’s residents,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help the city obtain technology that enhances the safety of officers and strengthens their ability to gather evidence.” 


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice 
Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the 
award.
