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Riley Awards $148,266 for Law Enforcement Equipment 

in Northwest Alabama
MONTGOMERY—New law enforcement vehicles will soon be patrolling the streets of several communities in Colbert, Lauderdale and Franklin counties thanks to grants totaling $148,266 awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
Riley awarded $25,000 each to Colbert County, Cherokee and Hodges, $24,998 to Anderson, $23,432 to Killen and $24,835 to Leighton. Each will use the funds to purchase an additional patrol vehicle. 
“Law enforcement officers may be called on at any time to put their lives on the line to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “It is essential that we provide them with the equipment needed to perform their duties.”
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.

Riley notified Colbert County Commission chairman Tim Leigh and mayors Mignon Willis of Cherokee, Edward Crouch of Hodges, Billy Hendrix of Anderson, Jerry Mitchell of Killen and LaWayne Harrison of Leighton that the grants had been approved.
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
