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Riley Awards $379,951 in Grants to Support Law Enforcement 

Efforts in Southwest Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded five grants totaling $379,951 to enhance public safety in Mobile and Washington counties. 
Riley awarded grants to the cities of Mobile and Prichard, the county commissions of Mobile and Washington counties and to the MOWA Choctaw Indian Police. 
Mobile will use a $260,000 grant to support the Mobile County Street Enforcement Narcotics Team. The team uses a variety of methods to investigate and arrest drug dealers and break up drug trafficking rings. Several law enforcement agencies in the county participate in the cooperative effort.

With a $23,520 grant, Prichard will purchase digital video systems for its patrol cars. A $24,999 grant will enable the Washington County Sheriff’s Department to purchase an additional vehicle. The MOWA Choctaw Indian Police will apply a $21,430 grant to the purchase of a patrol vehicle and related communications equipment 

A $50,000 will help the Mobile County Commission continue the South Alabama Crime Analysis and Mapping Program. The program collects, analyzes and maps data for property crimes, drug trafficking and domestic violence in a 12-county area to help police officers and sheriff’s deputies fight crime. Information is shared with law enforcement agencies in Baldwin, Choctaw, Clarke, Conecuh, Dallas, Escambia, Marengo, Mobile, Monroe, Perry, Washington and Wilcox counties.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants which Riley awarded from funding made available by the U.S. Justice Department.



Riley informed mayors Sam Jones of Mobile and Ronald Davis of Prichard, commission 
chairmen Stephen Nodine of Mobile County and Charles Singleton of Washington County and Chief 
Kesler Weaver of the MOWA Choctaw Indian Police Department that the grants had been approved.
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
