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Riley Awards Grants for Law Enforcement Equipment 

in Cullman County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $69,508 to help three law enforcement agencies in Cullman County obtain new equipment.
The agencies receiving the grants are the Cullman County Sheriff’s Office, the Cullman Police Department and the Hanceville Police Department.
“Law enforcement officers across Alabama must be prepared to put their lives on the line every day to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help equip Cullman County law enforcement officers and deputies to perform their duties more effectively.”

The Cullman County Sheriff’s Office will use a $24,805 grant to purchase a solar-powered highway message sign, traffic cones and seven portable radios for deputies. The message sign will include radar to measure and display the current speeds of drivers. 

A $22,428 grant will help the Cullman Police Department purchase an all-terrain vehicle so officers can travel in areas inaccessible to patrol cars. The department will equip the vehicle with flashlights, a radio charger and a portable generator.
With a $22,275 grant, the Hanceville Police Department will purchase equipment to enhance the city’s traffic enforcement and crime prevention programs.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants 
which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.
Riley notified County Commission chairman Wiley Kitchens, Cullman Mayor Donald Green and Hanceville Mayor Katie Whitley that the grants had been approved.
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
