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Riley Awards Law Enforcement Equipment Grants
for Lamar County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $75,000 to help three law enforcement agencies in Lamar County obtain new equipment.
Riley awarded $25,000 each to the Lamar County Sheriff’s Department, the Vernon Police Department and the Sulligent Police Department. 
“Law enforcement officers across Alabama must be prepared to put their lives on the line every day to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help equip these Lamar County law enforcement officers and deputies to perform their duties more effectively.”
The Sheriff’s Department and Vernon Police Department will each purchase a new patrol vehicle. The vehicles will replace older patrol cars with high mileage and several maintenance issues.

The Sulligent Police Department will replace inadequate communication equipment in its patrol cars and purchase four weapons. 


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants 
which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Justice Department.
Riley notified County Commission chairman Johnny Rodgers, Vernon Mayor Tom Eskridge and Sulligent Mayor Scott Boman of the grants’ approval.
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
