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Riley Awards Grants for Law Enforcement Equipment 

in Lawrence County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Riley has awarded grants totaling $85,000 to help two law enforcement agencies in Lawrence County purchase new equipment.


The Lawrence County Commission will use a $60,000 grant to purchase a new patrol car, 
communications equipment and weapons for the county Sheriff’s Office. A $25,000 grant will 
help Town Creek purchase an additional patrol car for its police department. With the additional 
car, each of Town Creek’s police officers will have an assigned patrol vehicle, police officials said.


“Police officers and sheriff’s deputies put their lives on the line to ensure the safety of our communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help Lawrence County and Town Creek purchase new, reliable equipment that enables officers to perform their duties more effectively.”



Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of 
Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the 
awards.


Riley notified Harold Louallen, chairman of the Lawrence County Commission, and Ervin 
Nichols, mayor of Town Creek, that the grants had been approved.
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
