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Riley Awards Grants for Police Equipment

in Tuscaloosa, Walker Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $99,266 to enhance public safety in four municipalities in Tuscaloosa and Walker counties. 
Riley awarded grants for new equipment to the police departments of Northport, Coaling, Carbon Hill and Oakman. 
“At a moment’s notice, police officers can be called upon to put their lives on the line to protect and serve their communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help our officers acquire reliable equipment so they can perform their duties effectively.”

Northport will use a $24,647 grant to purchase various pieces of equipment. A $25,000 grant will enable Coaling to purchase a new police vehicle. 

With a $25,000 grant, Carbon Hill will purchase and install video systems in all patrol cars. Oakman will use $24,619 in funding to buy computers, in-car video systems and radar equipment.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants which Riley awarded from funding made available by the U.S. Justice Department.
