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Riley Awards $400,000 for Improvements in Sumter County   
MONTGOMERY— A $400,000 Community Development Block Grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will provide residents in Sumter County’s Bellamy community with a safe and reliable method of sewage disposal.

The CDBG project also will help the system comply with state environmental regulations. Last year, the Alabama Department of Environmental Management cited the system for health infractions. 
. Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise might be unable to afford,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the efforts of Sumter County to improve services.” 
The sewer system, which empties into a two-cell lagoon, was built by a private business in the 1950s to serve the business and its employees. It was later deeded to the county and services were extended to other residents. Segments of the original sewer lines have deteriorated. 

The CDBG project will replace lines serving 138 residents and the lagoons will be upgraded to meet ADEM requirements. Sumter County is supplying $210,605 in funds, labor and services for the projects.    

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community is administering the award from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. 

Riley notified Commission Chairman Aubrey Ellis that the funding had been approved. 
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
