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Riley Awards $250,000 to Construct 

Senior Citizen Center in Jackson  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $250,000 grant to ensure that senior citizens in Jackson and surrounding areas have an adequate structure in which to gather, socialize and enjoy a nutritious meal. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to build a 4,000-square-foot senior citizen center to replace an existing one-room facility. The new structure will enable the program to serve its 31 clients and accommodate at least 22 others who could not be accepted into the program because of limited space.  

“Senior citizen programs enrich the lives of older residents who have provided so much to Alabama and the nation,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this project to improve and expand accommodations.”

The new center will be built next to City Hall. In addition to a large multipurpose room for meeting and serving weekday lunches, the center will include a kitchen, handicap accessible bathrooms and a storage area. Other features will include a paved parking lot and a covered drop-off area. 
Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

Riley notified Mayor Richard Long that the grant had been approved. The town is providing an additional $330,000 for the project.
