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Riley Awards Grant for Sewer Improvements in Atmore
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $381,388 grant to eliminate a health risk in an Atmore neighborhood.
The Community Development Block Grant will be used to upgrade dilapidated 75-year old sewer lines in the area of Liberty and Mobile streets by installing new pipes within the old ones. The project will benefit more than 1,400 residents.
“Alabama’s counties, cities and towns are sometimes confronted with costly, but urgent community development projects that are needed to improve living conditions,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist Atmore residents to upgrade the infrastructure and help alleviate a health concern for the community.”
Local officials said the project will significantly reduce health threats resulting from sewage leaks. The project is a major part of Atmore’s long-range plan for improving the public infrastructure and protecting the health of the community, according to officials. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
Riley notified Mayor Howard Shell that the grant had been approved. The city is contributing $100,000 in local funds to supplement the grant.
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
