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Riley Awards Grants for Improvements in Attalla and Glencoe
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $1 million in grants to help residents of Attalla and Glencoe with sewage and drainage problems.
Attalla received a $500,000 Community Development Block Grant to improve areas of its sewer system that are causing residents to experience slow drainage, sewage overflows on the ground and in some cases, backups into their homes.
A $500,000 award to Glencoe will enable the repair of drainage problems that currently cause ditches to overflow, roads to flood and sewage to back up in some areas.

“CDBG funding enables counties, cities and towns to take on costly, but necessary infrastructure improvements that enhance living conditions,” said Riley. “I am pleased to help these Etowah County communities protect the health and safety of their residents.”

Attalla’s sewer project will improve the overall system and directly help 302 residents of the Norris Community Center neighborhood. The majority of the beneficiaries are low- and moderate-income families.  

The Glencoe project will improve drainage along Taylor Road, Lester Street, Elizabeth Lane, Air Depot Road, Paxton Avenue, Lonesome Bend Road, Railroad Avenue, Outlaw Drive and Ernest Street. In addition to the 427 residents living in the area, the project also will benefit Glencoe Elementary School. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Riley notified city officials in Attalla and Glencoe Mayor Charles C. Gilchrist that the grants had been approved.
Attalla has committed $127,015 in local funds for the sewage project, and Glencoe is supplementing their grant with local funds of $98,860.
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
