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Riley Awards Grant for Sewer Improvements in Hobson City
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $324,632 grant to eliminate a health risk for many Hobson City residents.
The Community Development Block Grant will be used to upgrade a dilapidated sewer line that is more than 50 years old. The project will benefit 161 of the town’s residents, most of them in the low- to moderate-income range.
“Community Development Block Grants help fund important projects that counties, cities or towns would otherwise not be able to afford,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist the efforts of Hobson City to improve its infrastructure and alleviate a health concern for the community.”
Deterioration of the current system allows untreated sewage to seep to the surface and onto residents’ yards, especially during times of heavy rain. 

This sewer project will repair the main sewer pipe that runs along Martin Luther King Jr. Drive. City officials say they plan to eliminate leaks by installing a new lining inside the old clay pipes. With proper maintenance, the upgrade is expected to last 60 years.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Riley notified Hobson City officials that the grant had been approved.
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
