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Covington County Sheriff’s Office Ranked in Top Three
for DUI Enforcement 
MONTGOMERY—The Covington County Sheriff’s Office has won recognition from the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for its recent efforts to curtail drunken driving. 
From Aug. 15 through Sept. 1, hundreds of law enforcement agencies from around Alabama participated in the national “Drunk Driving: Over the Limit, Under Arrest” campaign to remove drunken drivers from the roads.
The Sheriff’s Office was among the top three in the state based on a calculation that takes the amount of grant money received and divides it by the number of citations issued.

“Those who choose to drive intoxicated pose a danger to every motorist,” said ADECA Director Bill Johnson. “I commend Sheriff Dennis Meeks and the Covington County Sheriff’s Office for working hard to protect their residents.”
J’Varra McCall, a manager with ADECA’s traffic safety program, presented the award to Sheriff Meeks last week. ADECA provides grants for overtime pay to increase law enforcement presence during peak holiday travel periods. 

 In addition to the Sheriff’s Office, police departments in Alexander City and Jasper also were recognized as top performers among the 243 agencies that participated in the Labor Day campaign.
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
