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Riley Grant to Assist Domestic Violence Victims in Talladega County
MONTGOMERY—A specialized crime unit will continue to assist victims of domestic violence in Talladega County thanks in part to a $36,500 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The 29th Judicial Circuit Domestic Violence Crime Unit will continue monitoring and prosecuting cases involving domestic violence, sexual assault and stalking.
“Domestic violence and sexual assault are despicable crimes that destroy families,” said Riley. “Those who are guilty must be held accountable for their reprehensible acts.”
An assistant district attorney and a victim advocate comprise the unit. They help victims understand the court system and obtain court orders to protect them from their abusers. Victims also are referred to community agencies that offer housing, transportation and other assistance.
The unit trains law enforcement officers and administrative staff to respond more effectively to calls involving domestic violence.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified John Carter, chairman of the Talladega County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $12,166 will supplement the award.
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
