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Riley Grant Helps Domestic Violence Victims in Marshall County
MONTGOMERY—Residents of Marshall County will continue to have a special law enforcement unit dedicated to domestic violence cases thanks in part to a $53,200 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The grant to the Marshall County District Attorney’s Office will help fund the county’s Domestic Violence Unit.
“No one should ever have to experience domestic violence,” said Riley, “but Marshall County residents who do become victims have a law enforcement unit dedicated to helping them get justice.”
The unit investigates domestic violence cases, and the grant enables the district attorney to employ an assistant who specializes in prosecuting domestic violence offenders.
The unit also participates in public awareness campaigns to educate the public about domestic violence laws and available resources for victims.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. Funds for the program were made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.

Riley notified Douglas D. Fleming, chairman of the Marshall County Commission, that the grant had been approved. 
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
