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Riley Awards $400,000 to Improve Sewer Services in Ardmore 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant to reduce a health threat and improve public service for residents in Ardmore.  

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to replace deteriorated sewage lines in two sections of the town. Funding will also be used to upgrade the wastewater treatment plant.  

“Community Development Block Grants enable small communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise might be unable to afford,” Riley said. “This grant will assure the continuation of a public service that many of us take for granted.”

New lines will be installed along Jones Avenue and State Line Road near the Tennessee state line. In the southeastern part of town work will be done along Lakeview Drive. In both areas sewage routinely backs up into houses through bathtubs, sinks and toilets. Sewage also escapes from porous sewage lines and flows into yards and ditches. 

The town also plans to install a cloth filtration system at the wastewater plant. The additional filter will ensure that water discharged to a public waterway will adequately meet state environmental requirements. 
Funding from CDBG awards helps develop viable communities by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment and by expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low- or moderate-income. Funding is provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The program is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 

Riley notified Eugene Shannon that the CDBG funding had been approved. The city is providing $125,000 and $15,000 in labor and services for the project. 
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
