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Riley Awards $500,000 to Improve Drainage in Foley  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $500,000 grant to reduce a health and property threat for residents in Foley’s Sunset Circle Neighborhood.   

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to install a drainage system to alleviate flooding of roads, yards and houses during heavy or extended rains. 

 “Community Development Block Grants enable small communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise would be unable to afford,” Riley said. “This grant will substantially reduce flooding that disrupts lives and been a major burden on a city that cares about its residents.” 
Underground drainage pipes and other water diversions will be installed along Crocker Lane, Dale Lane and Sunset Circle to help prevent flooding of the 50 houses in the area. In addition to aiding the immediate neighborhood, the ditches also are expected to prevent rain runoff from adversely affecting other areas of the city. 
Funding from CDBG awards helps develop viable communities by providing decent housing, suitable living environments and expanded economic opportunities, principally for persons of low- or moderate-income. 
The program is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs with funding provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 

Riley notified Mayor John Koniar that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $100,000 for the project.  
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
