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Riley Awards $350,000 to Improve Sewer Services in Talladega
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $350,000 grant to reduce a health threat and improve public service in Talladega.   

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to supply more than 50 households in the Coleman Circle area with city sewer services. Residents rely on private septic systems and many of those are faulty. 

“Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise could not afford,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist Talladega expand services.” 
The project will extend city sewer services along sections of College Street, Coleman Circle, Sam Circle, Chandler Circle and Long Street. It will also include installing a pump station in the area. Residents who elect to connect to the system will not be charged the usual connection fee.  
CDBG awards help develop viable communities by providing decent housing, suitable living environments and expanded economic opportunities, principally for persons of low- or moderate-income.
The program is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs with funds provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
Riley notified Mayor Brian York that the CDBG funding had been approved. The city is providing $207,047 in local funding for the project.
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
