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Riley Awards $400,000 to Improve Bibb Roads and Water 
MONTGOMERY— Water pressure is often so low in the Bibb County’s Duff community that residents like Fermon Griffin “can’t get a glass of water.”  
Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 Community Development Block Grant for a project that will improve water service for the community. Funding will also be used to resurface or pave several roads in the area. 

“Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise might be unable to afford,” Riley said. “This grant will provide and improve basic public services that many of us take for granted.”

The project involves replacing the existing water lines with larger lines and installing a booster station that will ensure adequate water pressure for about 211 residents in the community. Fire hydrants also will be installed.

The county will also use the funding to make improvements on Duff Road, Duff Meadows Road and Ferman Drive. School buses are no longer able to travel Ferman Road because of its conditions. 

Riley notified James Kelly, chairman of the Bibb County Commission, that the CDBG funding had been approved. The county has secured $98,500 in cash and project-related services as a match for the grant.  

CDBG funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
