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Riley Awards $180,000 to Extend Water Lines in Glen Allen
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $180,000 grant for a project to give 18 households in Glen Allen access to a safe, reliable water source for the first time.   


 Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant to extend the town’s water service to Elm Church Road and Perry Road. The project will benefit 48 residents who rely on private wells, some of which are contaminated with potentially harmful bacteria.

“Making basic public services available to all residents builds stronger communities and improves the overall quality of life,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support Glen Allen’s efforts to bring reliable public water service to every resident.”

A water-quality study found coliform bacteria present in a majority of the wells.  Town officials say that a high concentration of minerals in the well water causes it appear muddy and taste foul making it unsuitable for drinking. Residents report that many of the wells run dry in the summer, forcing them to purchase water for washing and bathing.

Glen Allen will extend 6-inch PVC water lines to serve the homes. The project will include the installation of two fire hydrants to provide fire protection for the area. After the extension, all town residents will be served by Glen Allen’s water system.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community is administering the award from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
Riley notified Mayor Allen Dunavant that the grant had been approved. Glen Allen will contribute $30,000 toward the project.
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
