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Riley Awards Grant to Support Marion County Drug Task Force
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $77,262 grant to assist the Marion County Commission in its fight against illegal drugs in the county. 
The grant will help the Marion County Drug Task Force continue investigating cases involving the distribution and sale of illegal drugs used locally as well as those that are smuggled across the county to larger markets.
“Illegal drugs breed crime and violence, and those who distribute them must be caught and taken off the streets,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the work of the task force to make Alabama a safer place to live and raise a family.”
The multi-jurisdictional task force initiates its own investigations and works with law enforcement agencies in neighboring counties as well as with state agencies to investigate drug-related cases. Task force agents also dismantle dangerous methamphetamine labs.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.

Riley informed Bobby Burleson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of at least $77,262 have been committed to the task force.   
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
