According to the Environmental Protection Agency, 75 percent of all electricity used to power home-electronic equipment is used while the products are turned off but plugged into an outlet. Products with the ENERGY STAR label use about 50 percent less energy when turned off than conventional models. 


“More than ever, Christmas shoppers this year are looking for bargains,” ADECA Director Bill Johnson said. “Energy-efficient electronic equipment will give consumers more for their dollar by cutting power bills month after month.”

The ENERGY STAR label is featured on many brands of most electronics, including flat-screen televisions, DVD and Blu-ray players, computers, home audio systems and cordless telephones.
· ENERGY STAR-rated televisions are now up to 30 percent more energy efficient than standard models and use less energy when they are on, off or in standby.  

· ENERGY STAR-rated computers use up to 50 percent less energy than conventional models. Make sure your computer’s power management features are enabled when you set it up.

· ENERGY STAR-rated rechargeable tools, including handheld vacuums, electric screwdrivers and battery chargers, use 35 percent less energy than conventional models.
