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Riley Grants to Help Juvenile Drug Offenders in Calhoun County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded three grants totaling $60,724 to help juvenile drug offenders overcome addiction and avoid becoming repeat offenders.
The Calhoun County Commission will use the grants to continue assisting the Calhoun County Juvenile Drug Court. The drug court program provides youth with a support system to help them resist further criminal activity.
“Keeping one-time offenders from becoming repeat offenders is a worthy goal,” said Riley. “I commend the County Commission and those involved with the drug court for helping troubled youth turn their lives around.”
The drug court has been helping juvenile drug offenders since November 2005. The program seeks to reduce the number of repeat offenders while also reducing the number of commitments to the Alabama Department of Youth Services.

Besides helping offenders get off and stay off drugs, the program also supports them and encourages them to perform well academically and finish school. 
Riley notified James A. Dunn, chairman of the County Commission, that the grants had been approved. Local funds of $6,746 will supplement the awards.
Funding for the grants was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the awards.
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
