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Riley Awards Grant to Help Domestic Violence Victims in Madison
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $28,035 grant to continue helping victims of domestic violence in the city of Madison.
The City of Madison Police and Prosecutor’s Domestic Violence Unit investigates domestic violence cases, prosecutes offenders and provides education and training to police officers to help them handle the special needs of domestic violence cases.
“Domestic violence destroys families,” said Riley. “I commend the Domestic Violence Unit for serving the people of Madison by assisting domestic violence victims and prosecuting offenders.”
The unit, formed in 1998, consists of an experienced police investigator, the city prosecutor and a paralegal who records and tracks case data. The grant will also help the unit continue educating the public about domestic violence and services available to victims.
The unit cooperates with community agencies and organizations, including Crisis Services Center and the district attorney’s office, in order to provide support to victims through protection orders, safe shelter and referrals to other services.

Riley notified Mayor Arthur S. Kirkindall that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $9,345 will supplement the award.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
