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Riley Awards Grant to Help Victims of Sexual Abuse 

in Baldwin and Escambia Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $38,452 grant to an organization that renders timely and compassionate assistance to victims of rape and sexual assault in Baldwin and Escambia counties.
The Baldwin County Family Violence Project in Robertsdale will use the funds to help continue its Lighthouse Sexual Assault Program. 
“Victims of sexual assault deserve compassion and understanding,” Riley said. “This program offers an opportunity for victims of this devastating crime to begin the healing process. I applaud the project staff for their service.”
The program provides a 24-hour crisis line for immediate assistance and counseling to assist victims in long-term recovery. Advocacy services are offered to help victims understand the judicial process required to convict offenders.
To ensure victims receive all the help they need, the program maintains a close working relationship with other agencies and services including the state departments of Mental Health and Human Resources, medical facilities, law enforcement, legal offices and other social service organizations.

Riley notified Jewel Campbell, president of the organization’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $9,613 will supplement the award.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
